“GET OUT THE VOTE” TRAINING SEMINARS

Christian, Trey Trainor, and Chad Wilbanks. GOPAC assisted with the Campaign Management
School held in Wichita Falls by supplying two excellent speakers. Teaming up with GOPAC
will lead to even better seminars to get conservative Republicans elected!

The second phase of the plan is to obtain ideas from Borah Van Dormolen, National
Committee Woman; Rebecca Williamson, VP Programs; Sharon Dale, Ballot Security; Karen
Hughes, Legal Affairs Counsel; Debra Coffey, District Director Chair; Helen Heavey, County
Chair Liaison; and Representatives from the Tea Party Movement. Though these people
mentioned above are “heavy hitters,” guess what? I need the assistance of the Deputy
Presidents, District Directors and Club Presidents to make the GOTV seminars successful!
